LICENCE AGREEMENT (ONLY when purchasing the EPPO Codes)
between EPPO, 21 Bd Richard Lenoir, 75011 PARIS

and the user below

concerning the supply and use of the EPPO Code System (formerly Bayer Code System)

which catalogues the most important organisms relevant in agriculture and crop protection (with their synonyms, common names and standardized codes)

Purchase of the EPPO Codes entails the following rights and obligations.

The user (being one person or an institution or a company) receives a licence authorizing use of the EPPO Code System according to the terms of this agreement. The EPPO System is made available as a set of Unicode files downloaded from a restricted part of the EPPO website (http://eppt.eppo.org). A password is provided with the licence, to access the restricted part of the website.

Licensees may use the EPPO Codes for their own operations on all computers already installed or to be installed at their premises, within a given country, for an unlimited period. They are allowed to make copies of the files as required for authorized use with the computers specified above, including a reasonable number of backup copies. Though the licence to use the system is unrestricted in time, the password provided with the licence lapses after one year. The user can obtain a new password on payment of a renewal fee, which will then enable him to download the latest version of the data files during the following year.

The user acknowledges that the Codes are the copyright of EPPO and undertakes, therefore, neither to supplement nor to alter the system of the EPPO Codes or the EPPO Codes themselves. New codes will only be assigned by EPPO. New names and other attributes may be related to the codes by the user in his own computer system and may usefully be proposed to EPPO. EPPO intends to maintain and update the system of the EPPO Codes, but cannot undertake to implement all the suggestions of licensed users. Any request for inclusion of a new code or names can only be considered by EPPO if an adequate literature search concerning all relevant information on names, authorities, synonyms and systematic classification of the organism are provided together with the request. A form is available on the Internet for this purpose.

The user agrees to ensure that no unauthorized third party will be able to obtain copies of the purchaser's computer files containing the EPPO Codes. The user further acknowledges that any incorporation of the EPPO Codes into software for sale to third parties is prohibited except with express written permission from EPPO and on payment of an appropriate fee. Where EPPO Codes are used in publications, a reference shall be included to the effect that these are © EPPO Paris.
