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Reasons for deletion

The pest Pseudomonas syringae pv. syringae on mango is widespread, on many hosts. Unless proved otherwise, this is only a new disease problem on a particular host. In 2000 it was therefore removed from the EPPO Alert List.


Pseudomonas syringae pv. syringae on mango (a new bacterial disease of mango)

Why
This disease came to our attention, as it has recently been reported as a new bacterial disease of mangoes in Southern Europe.

Where
Southern Europe (no details given - Spain?).

On which plants
Mangoes (Mangifera indica).

Damage
Necrosis of buds, leaves and stems, with a high incidence during winter dormancy.

Identity
The causal agent of this bacterial apical necrosis of mango has been identified as Pseudomonas syringae pv. syringae.
Pathway
Unknown (plants for planting?).

Possible risks
Mangoes are grown to a limited extent in southern Europe. Data is lacking on the disease itself, its geographical distribution and the damage it causes.
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
