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Reasons for deletion

The pest Puccinia distincta is widespread in the EPPO region. It has limited impact and could be easily controlled. In 2000 it was therefore removed from the EPPO Alert List.


Puccinia distincta (a new and severe rust of daisies)
Why
P. distincta came to our attention because this new rust on daisies was first reported in UK and France in 1996, and also in Italy.

Where
UK in gardens, France and Italy (in Friuli-Venezia Giulia - described as P. lagenophorae but most likely to be P. distincta). May also be present in Austria, Germany and Switzerland (but this has not been confirmed).

On which plants
Bellis perennis.

Damage
Typical rust symptoms which seriously impairs the growth.

Note
It may have been introduced from Australia, or it may derive from a related fungus P. obscura (recorded in Europe and North America).

Pathway
Daisy plants for planting from infested countries.

Possible risks
Cultivated forms of B. perennis are widely grown as ornamentals, but the economic impact is small.
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
