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Extracts of reports of EPPO Meetings

As mentioned on the introductory section of the Web page on PRA documents, PRA documents are working documents which have usually been produced by an assessor whose opinion may have been commented during Panel meetings and comments have usually not been included in the PRA documents but are found in Panel meeting reports.   This document consists of extracts of EPPO Meetings’ discussions on Pest Risk Analysis documents on the relevant pest. Discussions on Pest Specific Phytosanitary Requirements (PSPR)
, have also been reported when relevant as they include elements on possible risk management options.

7.2 National PRAs to review for new pests
Thaumatotibia leucotreta 

Mr Potting presented the PRA prepared in the Netherlands. The false codling moth occurs in Africa; it is a polyphagous pest which bores into fruits. It was intercepted in the USA on peppers from the Netherlands, which resulted in an import ban on all peppers from the Netherlands. The company which exported the peppers had a connection with Uganda and the pest was detected (and then eradicated) in a greenhouse in the Netherlands. A PRA was prepared for the Netherlands and sent for consultation to stakeholders. Interceptions have already been reported in Europhyt on Citrus, Capsicum and roses. It is considered that T. leucotreta could not establish outdoors in the Netherlands but could survive in greenhouses. It is not expected to establish because production procedures in greenhouses includes a period with no crop and the pest can only survive on fruits. Although the risk of transfer to crops is usually considered low, he explained that some companies both produce and import fruits. In such cases probability of transfer from the imported fruits is much higher (as for Tuta absoluta). The main impacts are the disruption of integrated pest management (IPM) and restrictions on export market to USA and Japan. 

Two management options are recommended in the PRA: list the pest as a quarantine pest, and prohibit import, packing and handling from being carried out in places where the crops are produced. In consultation, traders and growers agreed that a quarantine status should be sought but no decision was taken at a political level yet. 

The PRA showed that T. leucotreta can establish outdoor in the Mediterranean area and that it could be a potential pest for Citrus. Mr Pfeilstetter commented that PRA was performed in Spain on Citrus in 2006 and provided a copy of the PRA report. At that time it was considered not sufficient to justify regulation. 

The Panel agreed that the Dutch PRA was a good basis for an EPPO PRA and should be enlarged for the entire EPPO region.
