5. North-Eastern Siberia (N.E.Siberia) — republic of Sakha; north-east cdigtioyarsk kray;
6. Southern Siberia (S.Siberia) — republic of Tuva; Altay kray, south Krasnoyarsk kray; oblast’'s of Chelyabinsk, IdtKemerovo, Kurgan,
Novossibirsk, Omsk, Sverdlovsk and Tomsk; soutfiyefmen’ oblast’;
7. Transbaikalia (Transbaik) — republic of Buryatia; oblast’ of @i
8. North of the Russian Far East (N.FarEast) — oblast’'s of Kamchatka and Magadan;
9. South of the Russian Far East (S.FarEast) — krays of Khabarovsk and Primorie; oblast’s of Arand Sakhalin.
